November 2011. Some 2,000 participants and officiating guests Patrick Lam 
and Tommy Cheung, Executive Directors of NWS Holdings, Joseph Sham,  
Assistant Director (Country and Marine Parks) of Agriculture, Fisheries 
and Conservation Department, Young Ng, Chairman of Association for  
Geoconservation, Hong Kong, as well as ambassadors Dr Rebecca Lee 
and Chung Kin Man set off at Pak Tam Chung and marked the kick-off of  
subsequent hiking activities. 

其後分別於2011年12月18日及2012年1月8日舉行的「釣魚翁熔岩之旅」及「馬鞍高原

覓鐵礦」公眾導賞團亦受市民熱烈支持。參加者分別暢遊西貢釣魚翁及馬鞍山，沿途

飽覽蜿蜒的海岸線及翠綠的山林景致，並了解50年代的礦場遺址、淡水生態環境及香

學生在地質學者及專業導賞員指導下，完成36小時的理論課、考察及實習的訓練後

成為岩石保育大使，並於公眾導賞團中協助導賞，設計與保育地貌相關的遊戲予參加

者，學以致用。

The tours to High Junk Peak on 18 December 2011 and Ma On Shan on 8 January 2012 showed 
participants the stunning coastline and relics of old mines respectively.

A series of competitions were launched this year, including bus body design, slogan design, 
drawing and writing. The artworks of the champions of bus body design competition were  
displayed on the bus bodies. An exhibition of winning entries for the drawing competition was 
held in HKCEC during 10 December 2011 and 12 January 2012.

The Group also launched the first Young Ambassador for Geoconservation training  
programme in Hong Kong.
